Who was the president?

Dr. Ellingson, and everybody liked him. He was a charming man.

During the time that you were there, they changed the name.

Yes, when I started, it was Rochester Athenaeum and Mechanics Institute.

How did the students feel about that? Was there a lot of discussion?

No, I don’t recall that there was. You know, we were just told that’s what it was.

I always thought Rochester Institute of Technology was a little better-sounding. Because “athenaeum” was kind of hard. “Rochester Athenaeum and Mechanics Institute.”
