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Q:
Well, we were talking just before we started recording, and you said that -- you were describing the more open spaces, so you were able to go into a lot of different studio areas to do your work?

A:
There were no individual studios.  It was open-classroom type of thing, and the live study was a great big room, where you set up your easel where you can either find room or get an angle that you particularly wanted, and the instructor would go around and watch everyone.  It was on three levels, so it was very healthy climbing up and down three flights of stairs depending on what you were doing.  And it was--I don't know how else to describe it--but it was very different from the modern campus, and I think I suit the old one better than I would the new one.

Q:
Were there -- So were there large numbers of people working in any of the classrooms, typically, or...?

A:
Well, no, I think the classes--oh, it goes back so far--it seems to me there were ample students, but certainly not crowded.  And I remember one of the instructors I found particularly helpful all the way through was Alling Clemens (sp?), and there was a--Ralph Avery came in at that time with his wonderful watercolors.  And there were several--oh, Mr. Bond, and another, I think Mr. Davis, who was also a wrestling coach along with... (laughter)  I think he was in psychology or something like that, but...  I made some very good friends there, learned a lot…….
