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Becky: The Mechanic Institute didn’t give degrees and the programs were much more practical. Do you think the kids that went there were different than the student that might have gone to a normal four-year liberal arts college?

Margaret: Well, I think they were different in this way: they got practical training and they had an opportunity to earn money when they were going to school. This was not true of the art school. They were full time students and what they went into I suppose a lot of them went into advertising or something of that sort.
